A ridiculous idea, awarding one million to the world
champion? Not at all - the money is already in the bank! De
Looier BV has every interest in achieving a breakthrough with
regard to the bidding system that carries its name. For

example, it publishes the course book and

organises Bridge Clinics in its hotel in San Carlo Terme. It also
runs the bar where the Looier Bridge Clubs plays and where

the course is held twice a year.

These and other spin-offs should enable the capital to find its
way back to the Looier. It’s sponsorship from a business

point of view.

The Looier’s Director feels that Bridge as a game has a large
social impact. As people can play bridge until well into their
later years, it helps prevent social isolation among the elderly.
Research has shown that it can delay the onset of Alzheimer
and related illnesses and that it is the best possible exercise
for the brain. It is easy for the young to learn the game, and
the slogan: “One Million for the World Champion!” should
appeal to them. Dormant talent should be awakened,

otherwise it will be lost to the game. Our hope is that the



current poker hype will turn into a bridge hype. When poker
players hear about the million which will be awarded to the
world champion, they might have a go at bridge and Becker is

convinced that once they do, they will be sold on it.

Carel Barendrecht once interviewed Hans Becker (Director of
the Looier bv). This interview featured in the May 2003 edition
of ‘Bridge’ (published by the Dutch Bridge League). The Looier
Bidding System was the reason for the interview and it was
discussed in great detail. It has been very quiet around the
Looier Bidding System for several years now, so it is time to

stir things up a little.

Players do have to satisfy certain conditions to be eligible to
win the million. The phrasing is as follows: “The first Dutch or
Italian team that uses the ‘Looier Standard’ as its bidding
system and manages to win the Bermuda Bowl (open), the
Denise Cup (women) the Rosenblum Cup (open), the
McConnell Cup (women) and the titles to be won at the Mind

Games for the coming 5 years, will be awarded this prize.



Pairs who manage to achieve this are also eligible to this
prize. The senior and youth championships are not included.

They can also register for the open competitions. In addition,

90% of the bidding should be done using the Looier system.”

If there are clear advantages to be gained, Hans is open to any
improvements, provided the simplicity of the system is not
compromised. The Looier Standard system is simple and
unambiguous. Those qualities should not be lost. No
agreements have been made with regard to the Looier+
system, which is for the real devotees. That method still needs
to be developed. There may be room for exceptions here. The
percentage of Looier Standard bids could then be reduced. But

this would require written permission from Becker.

The basic
price for the week’s stay is EUR 455 per person. There is a
surcharge for rooms with a balcony and sea view and for single
rooms. Members of the Looier Bridge Club playing on other
days/evenings also benefit from our sponsorship: they receive a
discount of EUR 150. Please note: Albergo Ristorante San Carlo is
situated in the mountains and it can still be cold at the end of

March.

Another exciting Drive is on the agenda. On Sunday afternoon
11 April we will hold a Monopoly Drive in support of the
Foundation for Alzheimer Research. You can use the money
you are left with after the Drive to bid on many of the
sponsored prizes, including a half-board stay in our hotel in
Tuscany, during a real auction. We are expecting a flood of
participants. We would therefore recommend making
reservations in advance. All the proceeds of the registration
fees will be donated to the Foundation for Alzheimer Research

in Maastricht.

Last year we auctioned off a game of bridge with Berry Westra
to sponsor our good cause. Arjan Porsius was the lucky
winner. He bid EUR 275 and this amount was also donated to
the Foundation of Alzheimer Research (in addition to the
registration fees). This year, we asked Sjoert Brink to do the

same. He was very interested in the system, partly because of

If you’d like to play bridge with him, make sure
you are present at 12.30 p.m. There will certainly be stand-by

players available this day, so should you be outbid, you can



still play. We guarantee that we will be able to match you up
with someone. Stand-by players are welcome to attend our
slightly more expensive drives too. Their reimbursement for

expenses is the same as usual: EUR 10, EUR 7,50 or EUR 5.

Since the popularity of Bridge is declining, the populations of
the majority of clubs are ageing. Bridge Club the Looier,
however, in the centre of the Jordaan area of Amsterdam, is an
exception. Bridge life is flourishing as if the sport were
gaining in popularity. Even our club is ageing slightly though.
Older people do not like to be out in the streets late at night
and this is why afternoon clubs are growing more rapidly than
evening clubs.

For the unemployed, the Looier offers a nice opportunity to
earn a bit extra. The small allowance for expenses of EUR 10
EUR 7,50 or EUR 5 can be a welcome little extra for people
who rely on benefits. Pensioners are taking up this pleasant
pastime en masse. As a result, this group does not suffer from
isolation or loneliness. It is a shame the government takes
little interest in this information and that it is up to private
initiatives to try and prevent this branch of sport from dying
out. The Looier’s sponsorship of activities in this area should
be partly seen from this perspective. We hope that the million
that is made available for the coming five years to the first
couple or foursome winning the World Champion with the
Looier System will provide an incentive for young people to
start playing bridge, because if there is one saying that is true
for bridge it is: “What’s learned in the cradle, lasts till the

tomb.”
